Evangelism Facts:  

• 95% of all Christians have never won a soul to Christ. 

• 80% of all Christians do not consistently witness for 
Christ. 

• Less than 2% are involved in the ministry of 
evangelism.  

• Only 2% of Christians share their faith on a regular 
basis.   

• 2 out of 3 Christians (65%) say it is better to share your 
faith by the way you live, rather than speak about it. 

• Only 8% of regular church attenders believe that 
sharing their faith is “very important.”
